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Each year, Lions clubs around the world proudly sponsor the Lions International Peace Poster Contest. This 

Contest encourages young people worldwide to artistically express their visions of peace. The theme of the 2009-

10 Peace Poster Contest is "The Power of Peace." Students, ages 11, 12 or 13 on November 15, were eligible to 

participate. Fourteen students from ISL entered the contest and the standard of their work was outstanding. The 

posters they created are unique and express the young artists' life experiences, culture and understanding of the 

power of peace.  It was very difficult for the judges to choose just one poster from the fourteen produced by 

students at ISL to send to the next level of judging. Posters advance through several judging levels: local, district, 

multiple district and international. At the international level, judges from the art, peace, youth, education and 

media communities select one grand prize winner and 23 merit award winners. International winners will be 

notified on or before February 1. 

One international grand prize winner will receive a trip to a special award ceremony with the sponsoring club 

president and two family members at Lions Day with the United Nations (subject to change). During the 

ceremony, the winning artist will receive an engraved plaque and a cash prize of US$2,500.  Each of the 23 merit 

award winners will receive a cash award of US$500 and a certificate of achievement. Past Peace Poster Contest 

grand prize winners have come from Brazil, Guadeloupe, Hong Kong, Indonesia, Italy, Japan, Lebanon, Malaysia, 

Martinique, Peru, Philippines, South Africa, Thailand, Turkey and the United States. 

 Shaikha Al-Shamisi was the winner of the competition at ISL and we wish her all the best of luck at the next level 

of judging.
